Reference is invited to Department of Telecommunications’ letter of even number dated 11.11.2005 bringing to the notice of all concerned officers the order dated 31.10.2005 of the Principal Bench of CAT, New Delhi giving time to all Group A officers of DoT including those who are on deemed deputation with BSNL/MTNL to submit their option up to 30.11.2005.

Thereafter, the Central Administrative Tribunal, Bangalore Bench disposing of the applications before it on 09.11.2005 has directed respondent (Government) to extend the date of submission of option in terms of judgement of Hon’ble Principal Bench of CAT by granting time up to 09.12.2005. Similarly, the Division Bench of the High Court of Delhi heard on 28.11.2005 three appeals (including one preferred by ITSA) against the order dated 31.10.2005 of the Principal Bench of CAT, New Delhi. The Hon’ble High Court has ordered, inter alia, as under:-

“in terms of the prayer made by the counsel appearing for the petitioners, the petitioners are allowed further 10 days time to enable them to exercise their options”.  

BSNL/MTNL are also respondents in these cases/appeals.
