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Service area-wise analysis reveals that Uttar Pradesh (East) had the highest share in the total
telephones (8.64%) followed by Maharashtra (7.94%), Bihar (7.83%), Andhra Pradesh (7.25%)
and Tamil Nadu (6.86%). These five Service areas taken together accounted for 38.51% of total
telephone connections in India.

Teledensity

& The overall tele-density at the end of October'22 stood at 84.67% as against 84.85% in
September'22. Among the Service areas, Himachal Pradesh (133.43%) had the highest tele-
density followed by Kerala (122.42%), Punjab (115.86%), Tamil Nadu (102.36%) and Karnataka
(101.72%). Among the three metros, Delhi Service Area topped in tele-density with 269.76%,
followed by Kolkata (140.66%) and Mumbai (136.09%).
