@& Atthe end of September'19, the total number of telephones was 1194.25 million, compared to
1191.79 million by the end of August'19, showing an increase of 2.46 million. Maximum rise in
total telephone connections was recorded in Orissa (366737) followed by Maharashtra (290693)
and Kerala (271930). However, Bihar, Jammu & Kashmir and Mumbai recorded a fall in
telephone connections over previous month, with a decrease of 241444, 114730 & 26659
respectively.
