60-SATCOM Plan/DoS/2020-SAT dated 28.10.2022 and the same are available on the website
of DoT.

For validation of the self-certified details of antenna parameters, the operator shall
carry out self-test of its ground segment antenna after installation of the same and
upload the self-certificate containing details of requisite antenna parametersin the
prescribed format through SaralSanchar Portal for validation of the same by
NOCC. The operator shall notstart the Up-linking of services through the antenna
without obtaining the Uplink Permission through SaralSanchar Portal.

In case of any change in the approved Hub/VSAT/IFMC/Teleport or DSNG
Vehicle/Antenna, the operator shall not start the up-linking before obtaining the
fresh Uplink Permission through SaralSanchar Portal to avoid any interference in
the satellite.
